The Trend Study: Unmatched PERFORMANCE FORUM, informative expert presentations

One of the absolute highlights of the trade show is again the PERFORMANCE FORUM, where every season's new fabrics are presented by category. This is where professionals can quickly get an overview of the latest trends and tendencies. Every fabric is labeled with a QR code to provide all of the important information. Furthermore, there is free admission on both days of the trade show to 10 expert talks where trends are discussed in detail. A detailed schedule of events is provided on the website. 

In the keynote address on the first day of the show, professional journalist Ulrike Arlt presents the major functional topics for Winter 2015/16 in addition to the initial tendencies for Summer 2016. We provide a brief preview of the trends she will be highlighting below: 

For Winter 2015/16, there appears to be a tendency towards calm, natural colors, especially, in the outer- and mid-layers. Colorless tones like natural, beige, brown and gray, often seen in combination, determine the look of the functional clothing for outdoors and skiing, as well as for sportswear. Casual and sportswear are the key engines, while urban styles set the tone. However, it is the functional materials that are (almost) always used. The naturalness comes primarily from the soft dry grip and matt surfaces. There is little structure to be seen - the fabrics have a clean look and are reminiscent of the classic ski fashion. This clean look is seen in the mid layers as well. Dual surface knits use new technologies like spacing tie yarns to show smooth outers and backings, while the fleecy grades or raschel knits are being used less often. Another strong tendency is observed in the orientation towards the subjects of wellness and yoga. Very soft, light, and highly elastic mid- and base layers combine natural fibers like merino, silk, and lyocell with functional fibers to provide a natural feel on the skin. 

Lightweight continues to be a topic, although not in the interests of saving a few more grams, but rather to make the fabric more universal. This is achieved by a relatively robust and tear resistant design for this grade, which in turn provides the lightweights with access to many functional ranges with the continuing fine tuning of the performance and breathability. The state of the art fabrics are those with a water column (hydrostatic head) of 20,000 mm with breathability of 50,000 g/m²/24h - a new maximum record! 

As is the tradition, these talks as well as all the other online and offline services, as well as admission to the PERFORMANCE DAYS trade show and party are completely free.
